Aboriginal Art Art made by Aboriginal people from Australia that tells stories

Boomerang A curved wooden object made and used by Aboriginal people; 
in this topic, it is used as something we can decorate with art. 

Symbols Simple pictures or shapes that stand for something else (like 
water, people, or animals).  

Patterns Designs that repeat again and again, often using shapes, lines, 
or dots.
