Je voudrais- I would like… 

s’il vous plaît – please 

Merci – thank you 

“Je voudrais une banane s’il vous plait! 
Merci!” –  
“I would like a banana please! Thank you!” 

“Je voudrais trois poires s’il vous plait! 
Merci!” –  
“I would like three pears please! Thank you!” 

Grammar 

• We often add “s” at the end of the 
word in French to make the noun a 
plural word e.g. une pomme/ deux 
pommes 

• There are two words for “a” in 
French. These words are “un” and
